AUTO_RETRY=Y
MAX_RETRY=5
RETRY_DELAY=120

The following parameter has been added to the SAIGPORTAL_DEFAULT_RECEIVEPARMS section:


ASCII=Y

· Easyacc.ini in ASCII format is the initialization file for the following midrange systems:

· AS400

· All supported Unix systems

· Sun Solaris

· Open VMS

· Easyacc.ini in EBCDIC format is the initialization file for the following mainframe systems:

· OS390 MVS

In the future, look for the easyacc.ini files to be bundled with the client installation of the software.
