2001-2002 FAFSASM Express

School Code Update Downloading Instructions 

Current version of software is 7.2 (School Code Update Files as of January 2, 2002). 

Schools sometimes update their eligibility status with the U.S. Department of Education to participate in the SFA (Student Financial Aid) programs. Schools will sometimes get added, deleted or modified (in the case of a school name change) on the U.S. Department of Education’s master list. The version of the FAFSASM Express Software, available at the time you downloaded the application, has been provided with the latest school code list up to the point the version was released. If schools change their status thereafter, the software will not reflect those changes. We have provided you the means to download and update your program’s school code list on a quarterly basis. This download of a updated school code list assumes you have already installed FAFSASM Express and wish to not reinstalled the program again with a new version but simply update the school code list. 

The following are the instructions for downloading and installing the update to the 2001-2002 FAFSASM Express Software School Code list. The file insti.exe is a downloadable file that can be extracted to the directory you have installed FAFSASM Express. This file will take care of updating your program’s school code list with the latest changes to the master school code list as of the date the file was released.  

           Be advised that this program can only be executed on a Windows PC.
You may want to print these instruction screens for the major steps involved in extracting and installing the School Code files before downloading. 

System Requirements

To use FAFSASM Express, you will need the following minimum system requirements: 

· 486-DX/33 processor 

· 8 MB of RAM 

· Windows 3.1 or higher 

· Video Card with 1MB of RAM 

· Memory Management software (i.e., QEMM by Quarterdeck) recommended 

· Direct access to a modem (speed 2400-56000 bps) 

Installation Instructions

Step A. Downloading School Code Update file from Internet: 

FAFSASM Express’ School Code Update file consists of an extracting executable file that must be downloaded to your hard drive.

Create a temporary directory on your hard drive. This temporary directory will be the destination directory for the download process. Click on the filename below to initiate the download. If you are using Netscape, in addition to clicking on the filename, you may also click the right mouse button and perform a Save this link as.... In either case, use the temporary directory as the destination. Click on insti.exe (502,270 bytes) now to initiate download. 


Step B. Extracting and Installing the School Code Update file: 

The file that you just downloaded is an extracting compressed file, that is, it contains all of the files needed to perform the actual school code update. Therefore, the file needs to be extracted before the update installation process can begin. This process can be either done in Windows or at the DOS prompt.


IF USING WINDOWS 3.X: From Program Manager, select File from menu bar, choose Run and click the Browse button. Change to the temporary directory that contains the downloaded file and select insti.exe, then click OK. 

***** OR ***** 

Go to the DOS prompt by selecting Main program group, double-click on the MS-DOS Prompt icon. Change to the temporary directory that contains the downloaded file and type insti.exe, and press enter. 


IF USING WINDOWS 95/98/NT/2000: Click on the Start button, select Run and click the Browse button. Change to the temporary directory that contains the downloaded file and select insti.exe, then click OK.

***** OR ***** 

Go to the DOS prompt by clicking on the Start button, select Programs, select MS-DOS Prompt. Change to the temporary directory that contains the downloaded file and type insti.exe, and press enter. 

A WinZip window will appear. Change the default “TEMP” directory to the path pointing to the directory where you have installed FAFSASM Express (C:\FAFSA012 is the automatic default if you did not change the installation directory when you installed the FAFSASM Express Software). Make sure the check box labeled “Overwrite files without prompting” is checked. Click OK to initiate the extraction and update process. When the extraction process is completed, the following files will be in the directory:

You may now delete the temporary directory and the file within the temporary directory.
